The Tallahassee Area Geocachers have scheduled their Geo-Spirit 2006 Conference at the Spirit of the Suwannee Music Park on Saturday, December 2nd.  We initially scheduled the event as a 2 day event and included the Grande Hall rental on Friday and Saturday evening and a dinner at the SOS Café.  We also included the event on Florida eTours and the Original Florida website as a means to promote the event.

Kay Peddie of the Tallahassee Area Geocachers and I spoke two weeks ago about the event because sales for her event were sluggish.  The primary reason she concluded is because geocacing.com will not allow her to market the event on that website (her target group) because we were charging a $25 registration fee per person to cover the rental fee for the Grande Hall and for the Dinner.  We decided it would be appropriate to scale back the event and make it a free event in order to generate more participation and to target their market group.  She agreed to drop the Grande Hall as an event location and to drop the dinner all together.  But she needed to visit the park to look at alternative locations.

Kay Peddie and her event team visited the Park last Saturday and asked if we could host the event in the event in these alternative locations:

· Front Office Porch for early registration – Dec 1st from 4pm to 6pm

· Front Office Porch for event day registration – Dec 2nd from 8:00am to 10:00am

· Four Man Shed – Workshop 10:00 – Noon

· Four Man Shed or Spirit Lodge for Luncheon Noon – 2:00

· Spirit of the Suwannee Administrative Office Conference Room for Paperless Geocaching Workshop (need access to internet)

I have checked the availability of the Four Man Shed and the Spirit Lodge and have asked that they be reserved for the event.  I have discussed with James the use of the Office.  He wanted to make sure you were okay with this as well.  Kay and I discussed a limit on the number of people who would be able to fit into the office conference room.  We agreed to limit the number of workshop participants to 20 people.

There are a number of items I would like some assistance with for this event.

Four Man Shed needs to be cleaned and swept.  Light Fixtures should be working properly.

Spirit Lodge needs to be cleaned and swept the day before the event.

Office Porch – we would like to have 2 8’ tables set up on the porch by Friday at 3pm

Lunch – The Original Florida Tourism Task Force has agreed to host the luncheon.  They will pay for it. I have discussed with Denise the menu.  Currently we have about 20 people scheduled to attend the event, but once we advertise on geocaching.com we will likely have more register for the event.  I will let Denise know about the head count on Thursday, with the understanding that the number may increase as walk-ups come in.

Cabins and campsites – We offered a 10% discount on the cabins and campsites to participants.  I will have the participants call the park directly to reserve cabins and campsites.  Geocachers should be told to call me at 850/694-8687 to register for the event.
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
